Intensive Care Foundation 2009 research grants announced
 

Monday 3rd November 2008: The Intensive Care Foundation announced their 2009 funding for nine Australian and New Zealand world-leading clinical research projects at the Asia Pacific Critical Care Congress at the weekend.

 

A total of $295,400 was granted to the projects which included research into the economic evaluation of resuscitation in Sepsis, impact of the intensive care discharge process on patient outcomes as well as a study mapping ICU Liaison Nurse Services in Australia.

 

Hospitals and institutes throughout Australia and New Zealand will be taking part in these research projects.

 

Associate Professor George Skowronski, Chairman of the Intensive Care Foundation, said that continued research into intensive care is vital as it can mean the difference between life and death.

 

"The granting program is the largest single component of the work we do at the Foundation and we are really pleased that we were able to award over a quarter of a million dollars."

 

"This year we were aiming to hand out more funds than last and we succeeded in doing this thanks to the support we received over the last year," said Skowronski.

 

In any one year over 143,000 people, including 7,700 children, are admitted to Intensive Care Units in Australia and New Zealand.

 

The funds for the research grants were raised by the Foundation during its annual Intensive Care Appeal held in April with the help of volunteers, ANZ Branches in Australia, Jesters pie stores in New Zealand, SouvlakiHut outlets in Victoria and Intensive Care Units across Australian and New Zealand.

The 2009 Intensive Care Appeal will be held from Tuesday 14th to Monday 27th of April.

The Intensive Care Foundation is dedicated to improving the care of critically ill patients by raising funds for clinical research projects as well as the education of health professionals for Intensive Care Units each year.

 

The Foundation aims to raise awareness and profile of intensive care throughout the community, highlighting the miracle work that intensive care doctors, nurses and researchers perform as part of their daily jobs.

 

To date the Foundation has provided 61 grants to Australian and New Zealand research projects totalling more than $1.99 million dollars since 1999. This year over a quarter of a million was granted.
